Township Code Section 16-5.2 (f): Any development, redevelopment, or series of developments that are part of a common plan of development, redevelopment, or sale
(for example, phased residential development) that collectively or individually meet or result in:

1. The disturbance of one or more acres of land since February 2, 2004, or the disturbance of 1/2 or more acres of land on or after March 2, 2021; and/or

2. The creation of 1/4 acre or more of regulated impervious surface since February 2, 2004, and before March 2, 2021; and/or

3. The creation of 5,000 SF or more of regulated impervious surface since March 2, 2021; and/or

4. The creation of 5,000 SF or more of regulated motor vehicle surface since March 2, 2021; and/or

5. The creation of regulated impervious surfaces and regulated motor vehicle surfaces that have a combined total area of 5,000 SF or more since March 2, 2021.
The same surface shall not be counted twice when determining if the combination area equals 5,000 SF or more.

The applicant shall bear the burden to demonstrate that all prior development, singularly or in the aggregate, since February 2, 2004, or March 2, 2021 (as applicable),
does not result in the project being considered a major development if the applicant believes an application should be considered a minor development.

The general intention is to include projects undertaken on contiguous or formerly contiguous lands that are within the same and adjoining watershed areas, when
applicable. The definition of "major development" listed herein is not intended to include cumulative activities for distinctly different projects undertaken at various and
separate locations throughout Montgomery Township.

2. Does the municipality approach residential projects differently than it does for non-residential
projects? If so, how?

The Major Development regulations apply non-residential projects and residential projects that are not pre-empted by
the Residential Site Improvements Standards (NJAC 5:21). Certain projects that require municipal zoning, building, or
construction permits are subject to stormwater requirements. The Township regulates both Minor and Major
Developments as specified in Township Code 16-5.2.

The Township's Major Development regulations do not permit groundwater recharge in high pollutant industrial and
commercial areas, or in areas where stormwater is exposed to industrial process machinery / materials (e.g. raw
materials, waste products, fuels, detergents, etc.). Stormwater management facilities (BMP's) in commercial areas are
maintained by the property owner. Residential area BMP's are maintained by a Homeowners Association or the
Township in accordance with the Township Code and the terms of the development approvals. Private BMP's serving
an individual residential lot are maintained by the owner.

3. What process is in place to ensure that municipal projects meet the Stormwater Control
Ordinance?

Many projects that meet the Major Development requirements are reviewed by the Planning
Board or the Zoning Board. During the Board review processes, the Major Development
Stormwater Review Manager reviews the development application for compliance with the
Stormwater Control Ordinance. Other Land Use permits that do not require Board review are
handled by Township staff administrative review. Single family dwellings are not exempt from
Major or Minor Development regulations.
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4. Describe the process for reviewing major development project applications for compliance
with the Stormwater Control Ordinance (SCO) and Residential Site Improvement Standards
(RSIS). Attach a flow chart if available.

The Planning and Zoning Board Engineers review Land Use projects subject to Board
review. The Board Engineers review all applications for SCO and RSIS compliance . The
Township Code includes checklists for variance, subdivision, and site plan applications. The
lists and code require stormwater calculations, soils reports, detailed designs, grading plans,
to use of green infrastructure, low impact design, SESC measures, construction details,
operation and maintenance requirements, deed notices, inlet retrofitting, safety standards,
and/or other required measures.

Applications not subject to Board review are reviewed administratively by Township staff.
The stormwater portion is reviewed by the Engineering Department. Single family dwellings
are not exempt from the Major or Minor Development regulations.

Public Works inspects, cleans, and repairs drainage inlets on a 5-year schedule,
addressing approximately 20% of Township owned inlets each year. The Engineering
Department supplements this by performing the same, plus drainage collection pipe
TV inspections and necessary pipe repairs during road rehabilitation projects.

2. List the locations of catch basins and storm drain inlets with recurring problems, i.e.,
flooding, accumulated debris, etc.

There are no known chronic problem areas. However, the Township addresses
isolated drainage inlet related problems generated by service requests or if issues
are otherwise found.

The Township's inlet maintenance plan helps to prevent recurring problems. As
previously mentioned, isolated repairs and cleaning is performed when needed.

It is part of our inspections to check that all labels are in place. Labels are replaced
when missing or damaged. The Township is progressively moving towards
permanent labels on all drainage inlets.

Engineering maintains the data in GIS and in PubWorks software. Public Works
Department contracts a material disposal company and maintains those records.

The Township upgrades drainage inlet castings to NJPDES compliant during road
resurfacing and rehabilitation projects. This involves replacing grates, curb pieces, or
installing eco-bars on the curb pieces. If broken casting parts are found during
routine inlet repairs, the full casting or broken part is upgraded.

Public Works staff performs the retrofits and the Road Foreman verifies the changes
and reports them to the Engineering Department. Engineering inspects work by their
contractors during their capital improvement projects and updates the MS4
databases each year.

3. Describe the procedure for ensuring that privately owned storm drain inlets are
retrofitted.

The inlet retrofitting ordinance is posted on the Township website. Inlet retrofitting
requirements are relayed to driveway permit applicants, when applicable. Parking lot
projects that are subject to site plan approval are required to upgrade inlet castings
as part of the project.

It is inspected once a
month. Signs are posted to prevent fuel tank top off and to aid in spill response.

The fueling system has a built in drip pan under the hose connections to prevent fuel runoff should a leak occur.
If a leak occurs, repairs are made immediately. Public Works keeps spill kits on site in case of emergency.

2. Vehicle Maintenance

Vehicle maintenance is performed within indoor garage bays at the Public Works facility.

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5. Salt and De-Icing Material Storage and Handling

Montgomery Township stores de-icing materials in a covered structure located on the Municipal Building property at 2261 Route 206,
Belle Mead, New Jersey. Regular maintenance inspections of the structure and surrounding area are performed to ensure materials
remain properly covered in the storage facility. To prevent exposing de-icing materials to stormwater runoff, Montgomery Township follows
the good housekeeping practices specified in the MS4 General Permit. If de-icing materials are spilled during loading and unloading, or
are tracked / displaced from the storage facility, they are immediately cleaned up by sweeping, manual or mechanical pick-up, or by other
dry cleaning methods. These materials are either placed in the covered structure or are properly discarded when deemed unsuitable for
reuse. In addition, imported materials are end-dumped inside the storage facility to minimize spillage outside of the structure.

6. Aggregate Material and Construction Debris Storage

To prevent adverse impacts on stormwater, all construction materials are ordered for
same day use and disposed of immediately. No construction materials or debris are
stored at the Public Works yard.

7. Street Sweepings, Catch Basin Clean Out and Other Material Storage

Catch basin clean out material is stored in a metal refuse container then picked up by an
authorized contractor for proper disposal.

8. Yard Trimmings and Wood Waste Management Sites

The Township does not accept yard trimmings but permits brush drop off once per
month. Brush collected is hauled to a contractor for recycling.

9. Roadside Vegetation Management

Roadside vegetation management includes mowing and trimming. No herbicides are
used roadside.

The Montgomery Township GIS Specialist is continuing the outfall pipe mapping and inspection process set forth prior to April,
2009. Using a hand-held mapping-grade GPS unit and its associated software, outfall pipes are inspected for possible pollution,
scouring, and any illicit connections found through dry-weather flow. This data is maintained using the Township's infrastructure
management software which fully integrates with the Township's GIS system. Approximately 20% of outfalls are inspected each
year and every outfall is inspected at least once every 5 years.

Township Departments seeking this information, including a detailed attribute table, can easily access this through an ArcReader
Application. The public can access a simplified version of this data by visiting the online interactive map application, found on
Montgomery Township's website. The storm drainage system including inlets, pipes, detention basins, and stormwater outfalls are
all included here.

3. Stream Scouring: Describe the program in place to detect, investigate and control localized
stream scouring from stormwater outfall pipes.

Outfalls are inspected for scour by one of our Certified Stormwater Inspectors during the
annual inspections described above and the list is maintained in the Engineerin?
Department's databases. The Department mapping includes the stormwater collection and
stormwater facilities upstream of each outfall. Engineering works with Public Works to correct
minor instances of scour. If major scour issues are detected, Engineering administers
projects appropriately.
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4. Illicit Discharges: Describe the program in place for conducting visual dry weather inspections
of municipally owned or operated outfall pipes.

The Code Department also checks for illicit connections into sump pump pits during smoke
detector inspections, prior to sale of a house.

Every spring, Public Works inspects stormwater facilities (e.g. detention basins) for proper
function and removes any debris from low flow channels and outlet structure trash racks.
They also trim trees and shrubs, repair repair animal borrows, eroded areas, and perform
other maintenance necessary to restore full functionality to the facilit%. Basins which require
lawn maintenance are mowed on a bi-weekly schedule from March through October.

2. Detail the program in place for ensuring the long-term cleaning, operation and maintenance of
each stormwater facility NOT owned or operated by the municipality.

Private stormwater facility owners are notified annually of their annual maintenance and
reporting obligations. The stormwater facility owners are required to maintain BMP's in
accordance with their Operations and Maintenance manual (where one exists) or to use
NJDEP's inspection forms.

In 2022, Montgomery Township implemented online versions of the NJDEP forms on our
website to make reporting easier for local businesses, Homeowners Associations, and other
entities with stormwater facilities. The user can fill out their contact information and complete
the form by checking a few boxes and answering questions.

Montgomery Township considers stormwater pollutants listed in the NJDEP's TMDL reports
when prioritizing stormwater facility maintenance and repair work. The Township applied for
a green infrastructure grant in 2022 to retrofit up to two Township basins. Presence of
TMDL's were a ranking factor in the basin selection.

During the review period, Montgomery Township identified opportunities to regair outlet
structure first stage orifices. Parts are on order and repairs are in progress. After the
appropriate repairs are made, water quality functionality / TSS removal is expected to
improve for stormwater facility storage volume below the orifices. Also, zero instances of illicit
discharge issues were found. If and when Montgomery Township discovers a potential illicit
discharge, it results in an investigation and could lead to summonses for water pollution
nuisance.

Montgomery Township also ensures that soil erosion and sediment control approvals are
obtained for land development and Township projects. SESC measures are regularly
inspected during construction and the Somerset Union Soil Conservation District is notified
when necessary.

	2 Inspections  Describe the outfall pipe inspection schedule and indicate the location of records of dates locations and findings: The Montgomery Township GIS Specialist is continuing the outfall pipe mapping and inspection process set forth prior to April, 2009. Using a hand-held mapping-grade GPS unit and its associated software, outfall pipes are inspected for possible pollution, scouring, and any illicit connections found through dry-weather flow. This data is maintained using the Township's infrastructure management software which fully integrates with the Township's GIS system. Approximately 20% of outfalls are inspected each year and every outfall is inspected at least once every 5 years.

Township Departments seeking this information, including a detailed attribute table, can easily access this through an ArcReader Application. The public can access a simplified version of this data by visiting the online interactive map application, found on Montgomery Township's website. The storm drainage system including inlets, pipes, detention basins, and stormwater outfalls are all included here.
	3 Stream Scouring Describe the program in place to detect investigate and control localized: Outfalls are inspected for scour by one of our Certified Stormwater Inspectors during the annual inspections described above and the list is maintained in the Engineering Department's databases. The Department mapping includes the stormwater collection and stormwater facilities upstream of each outfall. Engineering works with Public Works to correct minor instances of scour. If major scour issues are detected, Engineering administers projects appropriately. 
	1 Detail the program in place for the longterm cleaning operation and maintenance of each stormwater facility owned or operated by the municipality: Every spring, Public Works inspects stormwater facilities (e.g. detention basins) for proper function and removes any debris from low flow channels and outlet structure trash racks. They also trim trees and shrubs, repair repair animal borrows, eroded areas, and perform other maintenance necessary to restore full functionality to the facility. Basins which require lawn maintenance are mowed on a bi-weekly schedule from March through October.
	2 Detail the program in place for ensuring the longterm cleaning operation and maintenance of each stormwater facility NOT owned or operated by the municipality: Private stormwater facility owners are notified annually of their annual maintenance and reporting obligations. The stormwater facility owners are required to maintain BMP's in accordance with their Operations and Maintenance manual (where one exists) or to use NJDEP's inspection forms. 

In 2022, Montgomery Township implemented online versions of the NJDEP forms on our website to make reporting easier for local businesses, Homeowners Associations, and other entities with stormwater facilities. The user can fill out their contact information and complete the form by checking a few boxes and answering questions.
	3 Indicate the locations of the Stormwater Facilities Inspection and Maintenance Logs listing the type of stormwater facilities inspected location information inspection dates inspector names findings preventative and corrective maintenance performed: The Engineering Department inspected all Township owned stormwater facilities for the reporting period using NJDEP's forms. A list of maintenance measures are issued to Public Works for needed work.

	2 Describe how the permittee uses TMDL information to prioritize stormwater facilities maintenance projects and to address specific sources of stormwater pollutants: Montgomery Township considers stormwater pollutants listed in the NJDEP's TMDL reports when prioritizing stormwater facility maintenance and repair work. The Township applied for a green infrastructure grant in 2022 to retrofit up to two Township basins. Presence of TMDL's were a ranking factor in the basin selection.

During the review period, Montgomery Township identified opportunities to repair outlet structure first stage orifices. Parts are on order and repairs are in progress. After the appropriate repairs are made, water quality functionality / TSS removal is expected to improve for stormwater facility storage volume below the orifices. Also, zero instances of illicit discharge issues were found. If and when Montgomery Township discovers a potential illicit discharge, it results in an investigation and could lead to summonses for water pollution nuisance. 

Montgomery Township also ensures that soil erosion and sediment control approvals are obtained for land development and Township projects. SESC measures are regularly inspected during construction and the Somerset Union Soil Conservation District is notified when necessary.

4. A Stormwater Pollution Prevention article went out in our March 2022 newsletter.

5. Montgomery Township staff coordinated with Somerset County to organize a stormwater roundtable. Two workshop meetings were held on May 19 and September 21, 2022.

	2 Describe how businesses and the general public within the municipality are educated about the hazards associated with illicit connections and improper disposal of waste: Information regarding hazards associated with illicit connections and improper waste disposal can be found on the Township website where residents and local businesses are invited to sign up for E-bulletins and newsletters. We advertise stormwater related public outreach events on the Township website, through E-bulletins, in our quarterly newsletters, and in local newspapers. Pet waste information is also handed out by the Health Department when pet licenses are issued. The Township also has copies of numerous NJDEP brochures and tip cards available at the municipal building for visitors. The information includes the NJDEP Stormwater Brochure, Pet Waste Brochure, Pet Waste, Oil, Car Washing, and Fertilizer Tip Cards. This information is placed at the same location as other available public health information. Several NJDEP Stormwater posters are also on display at the municipal building.

	2 Does the municipality approach residential projects differently than it does for nonresidential projects  If so how: The Major Development regulations apply non-residential projects and residential projects that are not pre-empted by the Residential Site Improvements Standards (NJAC 5:21). Certain projects that require municipal zoning, building, or construction permits are subject to stormwater requirements. The Township regulates both Minor and Major Developments as specified in Township Code 16-5.2. 

The Township's Major Development regulations do not permit groundwater recharge in high pollutant industrial and commercial areas, or in areas where stormwater is exposed to industrial process machinery / materials (e.g. raw materials, waste products, fuels, detergents, etc.). Stormwater management facilities (BMP's) in commercial areas are maintained by the property owner. Residential area BMP's are maintained by a Homeowners Association or the Township in accordance with the Township Code and the terms of the development approvals. Private BMP's serving an individual residential lot are maintained by the owner. 
	3 What process is in place to ensure that municipal projects meet the Stormwater Control Ordinance: Many projects that meet the Major Development requirements are reviewed by the Planning Board or the Zoning Board. During the Board review processes, the Major Development Stormwater Review Manager reviews the development application for compliance with the Stormwater Control Ordinance. Other Land Use permits that do not require Board review are handled by Township staff administrative review. Single family dwellings are not exempt from Major or Minor Development regulations.
	4 Describe the process for reviewing major development project applications for compliance with the Stormwater Control Ordinance SCO and Residential Site Improvement Standards RSIS  Attach a flow chart if available: The Planning and Zoning Board Engineers review Land Use projects subject to Board review. The Board Engineers review all applications for SCO and RSIS compliance . The Township Code includes checklists for variance, subdivision, and site plan applications. The lists and code require stormwater calculations, soils reports, detailed designs, grading plans, to use of green infrastructure, low impact design, SESC measures, construction details, operation and maintenance requirements, deed notices, inlet retrofitting, safety standards, and/or other required measures.

Applications not subject to Board review are reviewed administratively by Township staff. The stormwater portion is reviewed by the Engineering Department. Single family dwellings are not exempt from the Major or Minor Development regulations.

	Indicate the location of records associated with ordinances and related enforcement actions: Records of the ordinances are maintained in the Township Clerk's office. Records for all other enforcement actions are maintained in the departments listed above.
	1 Describe the schedule for catch basin and storm drain inlet inspection cleaning and maintenance: Public Works inspects, cleans, and repairs drainage inlets on a 5-year schedule, addressing approximately 20% of Township owned inlets each year. The Engineering Department supplements this by performing the same, plus drainage collection pipe TV inspections and necessary pipe repairs during road rehabilitation projects.
	2 List the locations of catch basins and storm drain inlets with recurring problems ie flooding accumulated debris etc: There are no known chronic problem areas. However, the Township addresses isolated drainage inlet related problems generated by service requests or if issues are otherwise found. 
	3 Describe what measures are taken to address issues for catch basins and storm drain inlets with recurring problems and how they are prioritized: The Township's inlet maintenance plan helps to prevent recurring problems. As previously mentioned, isolated repairs and cleaning is performed when needed.
	4 Describe the inspection schedule and maintenance plan for storm drain inlet labels on storm drains that do not have permanent wording cast into the design: It is part of our inspections to check that all labels are in place. Labels are replaced when missing or damaged. The Township is progressively moving towards permanent labels on all drainage inlets.
	5 Indicate the location of records of catch basin and storm drain inlet inspections and the wet tons of materials collected during catch basin and storm drain inlet cleanings: Engineering maintains the data in GIS and in PubWorks software. Public Works Department contracts a material disposal company and maintains those records.
	1 Describe the procedure for ensuring that municipally owned storm drain inlets are retrofitted: The Township upgrades drainage inlet castings to NJPDES compliant during road resurfacing and rehabilitation projects. This involves replacing grates, curb pieces, or installing eco-bars on the curb pieces. If broken casting parts are found during routine inlet repairs, the full casting or broken part is upgraded.
	2 Describe the inspection process to verify that appropriate retrofits are completed on municipally owned storm drain inlets: Public Works staff performs the retrofits and the Road Foreman verifies the changes and reports them to the Engineering Department. Engineering inspects work by their  contractors during their capital improvement projects and updates the MS4 databases each year.
	3 Describe the procedure for ensuring that privately owned storm drain inlets are retrofitted: The inlet retrofitting ordinance is posted on the Township website. Inlet retrofitting requirements are relayed to driveway permit applicants, when applicable. Parking lot projects that are subject to site plan approval are required to upgrade inlet castings as part of the project.
	4 Describe the inspection process to verify that appropriate retrofits are completed on privately owned storm drain inlets: After obtaining all necessary permit approvals, inlet inspections are conducted by the Engineering staff.

	1 Fueling Operations: There is one municipal fueling location at the Public Works facility at 12 Harlingen Road. It is inspected once a month. Signs are posted to prevent fuel tank top off and to aid in spill response. 

The fueling system has a built in drip pan under the hose connections to prevent fuel runoff should a leak occur. If a leak occurs, repairs are made immediately. Public Works keeps spill kits on site in case of emergency. 
	2 Vehicle Maintenance: Vehicle maintenance is performed within indoor garage bays at the Public Works facility.
	3 OnSite Equipment and Vehicle Washing See permit attachment E for certification and log forms for Underground Storage Tanks: Vehicle wash wastewater is collected separately and transported to Township operated wastewater treatment plants.
	4 Discharge of Stormwater from Secondary Containment: N/A
	5 Salt and DeIcing Material Storage and Handling: Montgomery Township stores de-icing materials in a covered structure located on the Municipal Building property at 2261 Route 206, Belle Mead, New Jersey. Regular maintenance inspections of the structure and surrounding area are performed to ensure materials remain properly covered in the storage facility. To prevent exposing de-icing materials to stormwater runoff, Montgomery Township follows the good housekeeping practices specified in the MS4 General Permit. If de-icing materials are spilled during loading and unloading, or are tracked / displaced from the storage facility, they are immediately cleaned up by sweeping, manual or mechanical pick-up, or by other dry cleaning methods. These materials are either placed in the covered structure or are properly discarded when deemed unsuitable for reuse. In addition, imported materials are end-dumped inside the storage facility to minimize spillage outside of the structure.
	6 Aggregate Material and Construction Debris Storage: To prevent adverse impacts on stormwater, all construction materials are ordered for same day use and disposed of immediately. No construction materials or debris are stored at the Public Works yard. 
	7 Street Sweepings Catch Basin Clean Out and Other Material Storage: Catch basin clean out material is stored in a metal refuse container then picked up by an authorized contractor for proper disposal.
	8 Yard Trimmings and Wood Waste Management Sites: The Township does not accept yard trimmings but permits brush drop off once per month. Brush collected is hauled to a contractor for recycling.
	9 Roadside Vegetation Management: Roadside vegetation management includes mowing and trimming. No herbicides are used roadside. 
	Illicit Discharges: Part of the outfall inspection program is noting dry weather flow. However, not all dry weather flow is considered an illicit discharge (e.g. sump pump or other permitted stormwater connections). If a potential illicit discharge is found, whether during outfall inspections or otherwise detected, the Health Department is notified to assist with the investigation. The Health and/or Engineering Departments investigate each case based on the nature of the issue and responds. Illicit discharges are recorded on the NJDEP's forms, which are maintained in the Engineering Department. 

The Code Department also checks for illicit connections into sump pump pits during smoke detector inspections, prior to sale of a house.

In cases of non-compliance, residents should be aware that the Township may issue Code violations and summonses.
